I am writing concerning, H.R. 207,  the "Anabolic Steroid Precursor Control and Health Education Act" recently introduced by Representative John Sweeney (R-New York) and Tom Osborne (R-Nebraska).
I urge you to support this legislation, because I am extremely concerned about the availability and increasing use of anabolic steroid precursors in the United States. Thousands of over-the-counter products containing steroid precursors that metabolize in the body into anabolic steroids are being sold as "safe" steroid equivalents. Currently, there is no requirement for manufacturers to conduct safety studies prior to, or after, releasing these steroid precursor products. However, because these products are metabolized by the body into anabolic steroids, the side-effects are thought to be the same as the side-effects resulting from steroid use, including the masculinization of women, potential for growth termination in adolescents, cardiovascular damage, liver damage and damage to reproductive organs.
I support H.R. 207, which would treat steroid precursors and the regulated anabolic steroids they generate in the body equally, by enabling the Attorney General to place substances meeting the amended definition of Immediate Precursor on Schedule II of the Controlled Substances Act, as the appropriate solution to this problem.
